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CLIMATE CHANGE BILLS AWAIT
FINAL ACTION BY CONGRESSIN 2010

The decision on what course
of action the United States
should take on climate
change and global warming is
now being decided. Pending
federal legislation on climate
control now in the House (H.R.
2454) and Senate (S.1733)
will establish the much-
discussed program to cap and
trade carbon emissions. H.R.
2454 passed the House on
June 26t, and S.1733 was
reported out of the Senate
Environment Committee on
November 5th, readying it for
floor action anytime.

Further, the bills will set new
and more stringent require-
ments for energy efficiency in
buildings. The proposed new
energy efficiency require-
ments will not be easy to
meet. Under the new law, all
buildings must reduce energy
use by 30 percent compara-
ble to a building designed and
constructed using the

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ORNL PHASE IIl STUDY RESTARTS
COMPLETION TO BE IN AuGcuUusT 2010

Following a meeting with rep-
resentatives of the Oak Ridge
National Laboratory (ORNL)
last August, Phase Il of the
landmark study on the Exte-
rior Wall Cladding Perform-
ance Study is now firmly un-
derway, again. Previous
phases of this study, which is
a partnership between EIMA
and ORNL, gathered data that
compares the temperature
and moisture control of vari-
ous exterior wall claddings in
ASHRAE Climate Zone 3. The
results of these earlier
phases show that EIFS per-
form better that brick, stucco,
and cement fiber siding in
tests measuring the key build-
ing performance goals of en-

ergy efficiency, tempera-
ture control and moisture
control in Zone 3.
